It is mid- autumn as I write you. The beauty of the earth has been ravishing: bright days, cool dark nights. We spoke about what ministry means, what it means for us to share it and what our shared ministry is as a congregation.  It was a beginning process into our shared ministry.  We will live our answers in the days and years to come.

For those of you who are new to the congregation, our budget year runs from July 1st to June 30th just like many corporations.  Members and Friends make a financial pledge each year which is usually paid in installments.  As you can see from Table 1, our revenue for the first three months of this fiscal year is higher than the revenue from the same period last year. That’s great!  You can also see that our expenses are lower than they were for the same period last year.  Before you get giddy over the balance sheet, please note that there is almost a $7,000.00 shortfall in our operating budget.  Collectively, as a congregation, we did not pledge enough this year to cover our expenses!  

Table 2 shows our pledge receipts for the first quarter of our fiscal year.  Once again the pledge receipts for this quarter are higher than the pledge receipts from the same period last year.  Pledges represent about 70% of the income in our budget.  The rest is generated from Sunday collections, rentals and other fundraising.  The Finance Committee exists to advise the congregation on how to address the financial challenges we face.  We are a very frugal group but we want our congregation to thrive.  We want to emphasize how important your timely pledge payments are to the financial health of the congregation.  We want to increase our voluntary Sunday collections to address the shortfall in our operating budget.  We want to hear your thoughts and concerns as we prepare a preliminary budget for the next fiscal year.  We will begin that process at a Congregational Forum on October 29th.  We hope to see you there!

Dear Friends and Members of UUCD,

As a Chaplain at Bridgeport Hospital, I occasionally conduct the “Spirituality Group” in the “Luscolm 9 Psychiatry” department.  It is a locked unit, occasionally with security guards present in the unit or one-on-one with particular patients, for their safety and ours.  Bridgeport Hospital has two Psychiatry departments.  The other is for geriatric patients.  The patients on “Luscolm 9” are primarily young, angry, lonely and scarred by their lives of drugs, abuse, alcohol, unemployment, broken families, mental illness and violence.

“Luscolm 9” is a “shelter” from all of this, they soon discover, when they are given food, a private room with bathroom, necessary meds, counseling, and various required life-skills group meetings.  Our Spirituality Groups are optional; about 7-10 patients usually attend, always different because of the short stay time for most patients.
After introducing myself and assuring them we are not gathered to teach “religion”, but to look at spiritual qualities they each may already have to help them in their lives yet ahead, spiritual qualities they may wish to encourage in themselves and perhaps share with others.


Then I welcome them to sit back, relax, take a deep breath, and listen to some music.  Most recently it was “Bless the Beasts and Children” from The Carpenters CD, A Song for You:
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Bless the Beasts and the Children,


for in this world they have no voice,


they have no choice.

As the beautiful music plays, you can see the patients begin to relax, listen, and read the words I’d given them.  When the music ends, I invite their responses.  I invite them to think of “this place” as a “shelter” from their “storms,” where they are “safe” and “warm.”  We talk about their “voices” and “choices” they have as adults:  What did they hope for as children?  Is the child “inside” still angry?  What can they do now and in the days ahead to let love shine in their lives, both giving and receiving?  What are some of their own spiritual and religious resources they can utilize to “light their way when the darkness surrounds them” again?  And the discussion goes around.

For a Benediction I play the song again, going around the circle, shaking their hands and thinking them for coming, for participating: “May you be blessed in the days ahead.”

· Since your water heater accounts for around 20% of the carbon dioxide emissions of a home it’s important to have it running efficiently so set it at 120 degrees, have it tuned up annually and change settings to “off” when you travel.
Chapter 12:  Light of Your Life
· By now we all know that the compact fluorescent bulb uses about 70% less electricity than the incandescent light bulbs of yesterday and although they cost more initially, they last around 8 years.  (Town requirements vary for disposal/recycling of both kinds of light bulbs.)
· Look for opportunities to use a minimal amount or lighting and turn lights off when you leave the room.
